Day-long conferences entitled, “Juvenile Justitddaho — The Journey Continues,”

were conducted in the seven judicial districts wigirSeptember and October 2005. Partners
from the Idaho Department of Juvenile Correctidhe, Idaho Supreme Court, the Idaho Juve-
nile Justice Commission, and the ldaho Associatibi€ounties hosted the conferences. The
objectives were to revisit the history of juvenilstice in Idaho, share success stories in each
judicial district, provide an analysis of the cuntrelata, and identify gaps in services based on
data trends and expertise of individuals attenttiiegconferences.

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Juvenile Justice in Idaho

Idaho’s juvenile justice system is 102
years old. The original juvenile justice move-
ment of the early 1900s began because re-
formists believed that the common practice of
treating all offenders the same and housing
them in the same correctional facilities, re-
gardless of age, was inhumane. The 1903
Idaho legislature passed a bill that founded the
Idaho Industrial Reform School for the Com-
mitment of Wayward Youth. The juvenile
court recognized that youth could benefit
